At KVCS, student-athletes will… 

• SOAR (Safe, Ownership, Attitude, Respect). 

• Use every effort to be a positive member of the team and always exhibit good sportsmanship. 

• Keep in mind that this is an extracurricular activity and keep behavior at an appropriate level in order to 

participate in the program. 

• Attempt to attend and actively participate in every practice and event scheduled.  

• Practice and play to the best of one’s ability. 

• Recognize the value of a team sport, as such the interests of the team shall take precedence over 

individual exploits. 

• NOT criticize the performance of another teammate, a coach’s decision, a referee’s call, or an opponent. 

• Conduct in a respectable manner at practices and at games. 

• NOT attempt ever to deliberately injure another player. 

• Realize that failure to comply with the above regulations will result in suspension from athletic 

participation. 

*First offense- suspension for one practice and set up improvement goals with the Dean of Students or 

Athletic Director. 

*Second offense- suspension for a week of practice and set up improvement goals with the Dean of 

Students or Athletic Director. Pending on the seriousness of the incident, the player may be removed 

from the team at this point if necessary. 

*Third offense- removal from the team for the season. 

 

As KVCS Families, we will… 

• Provide positive support, care, and encouragement for the children’s participation in sports. 

• Encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, and officials 

at every game, practice, or other youth sport event. 

• Place the emotional and physical well-being of our children ahead of any personal desire to win. 

• Insist that our children play in a safe and healthy environment. 

• Demand a drug, alcohol, and tobacco free sport environment for our children and agree to assist by 

refraining from their use in the playing facilities. 

• Remember that the game is for our children and not for the adults. 

• Let the coaches coach. 

• Do our very best to make youth sports fun for our children. 

• Ask our children to treat other players, coaches, fans, and officials with respect, regardless of race, sex, 

creed, or ability. 

• Make every effort for the child to attend all practices and games and give proper notification to the 

coach if unable to attend.
